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Praying for the peace and security of the Japanese nation and the happiness of its people, Dengyo Daishi Saicho
founded a Buddhist sect tailored to the Japanese way of life at Mt. Hiei (Hieizan)1,200 years ago. At the center
of his teaching is the idea of each individual lighting up his or her own corner of the world with compassion.
In other words, if each one of us puts ourselves in the shoes of others and does what we can with our utmost
effort, then we can create a better world around ourselves. In later years, this teaching attracted many high
priests to Mt. Hiei. In particular, during the Kamakura period (around the 13th century), Buddhist saints such
as Honen, Eisai, Shinran, Dogen and Nichiren came to Mt. Hiei to practice asceticism.
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Teaching of Enryakuji Temple
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Mt.Hiei is roughly divided into three stupa areas, and these are collectively called Hieizan Enryakuji Temple.
